Try to link the up with members who want to film, as it too big a job for the committee to do. Trouble with equipment this semester; quite a burden for the union as people need to look after the cameras so we would look after and repair if we were a sub-committee. Do work with other societies and sub-committees (STAR and OTR for podcasts etc.). Filmed Mermaids plays, but have turned many down as not enough resources. Really good relationship with media services- filming 20th anniversary of fall of Berlin wall- they have been really good at lending equipment and involving students. Building up relationship with University.  Half-cut is looking really good, this year another two people from Pixar for the judging panel - has been heard of outside UK, and has had submissions from all over UK. Mainly think we benefit student body- advertising, video archiving and could do better.

Questions: President- think it is a good idea, happy to write chapter of laws to help. Can't guarantee funding level same as debates etc. Also future planning is important as committee always changes. In two weeks motion should be ready. Charlotte- know becoming a  sub-committee won't happen immediately and will be a lot of work, but have people prepared to commit to the project.
